In Jeremiah 29 v11 it says “ ‘For I
know the plans I have for you/,
declares the Lord, “plans to prosper
you and not to harm you, plans to
give you hope and a future’ ”. It'sa
promise that calls us to step into the

future with courage and assurance, believing that God
holds us in his hand, and will go with us each step of the
way.

When we look at the world around us, we may struggle
to feel confident for the future. Global warming and
climate change, a multiplication of international
conflicts, political and economic uncertainty — in such a
rapidly-changing world it can be easy to be hesitant or
uncertain about what lies ahead, for our country and for
us as individuals. We need to hear the verse from
Jeremiah!

His words are particularly apposite as we say farewell to
Petra, ahead of her move to Norfolk in early May with her
husband Charlie. Leaving the town they have been
settled in for around 30 years is a big step, and while they
know Norfolk and have had their new home there for a
little while, it will be sad for them to leave Bedford —and
for Petra to leave our Benefice where she has shared so
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much with us. It has been a great joy to see her grow in
ministry from her ordination, but we know that this is
part of God’s plan for her, and that He has a new
challenge for her in their new location.

It is part of God’s plan for us too — so as we begin a new
chapterin thelife of our Benefice, we are asking him to be
showing us the way ahead. Maybe some will feel
prompted to explore a different way of being part of the
church here, by offering to do something new. There
may be activities we need to lay down, and ideas to
consider for alternative options.

As part of this discerning of the next steps for our
Benefice as we look to follow God’s plans for us in our
villages, a group of about 20 of us met on April 18" in
Clapham Fellowship Centre; led by Revd Nick Smith we
began prayerfully to reflect on a “vision” for the whole
Benefice — what are we about as churches, and what we
hope to work towards. Our vision statement will be
short and memorable, and will summarise what we hope
for — it will shape what we do and what we plan for. I
hope thatby the APCMs in Bromham and Oakley in May
we will have a vision to share, so that we go forward with
purpose and intention.

As we look to the future, we can be confident that God is
with us in this next chapter, and that he has good and
hopeful plans for his church here. Our task is to see how
we can be part of them.

Archbishop Sarah Mullally issued a statement, on 16th April,
inwhich she proclaimed that she stood in solidarity with Pope
Leo XIV in his calls for peace.

“I stand with my brother in Christ, His Holiness Pope Leo
XIV, in his courageous call for a kingdom of peace. As
innocent people are killed and displaced, families torn apart,
and futures destroyed, the human cost of war is incalculable.
It is the calling of every Christian — and of all people of faith
and goodwill-towork and pray for peace. Wemustalsourge
all those entrusted with political authority to pursue every
possible peaceful and just means of resolving conflict.

“As1prepare to visit Rome later this month* to meet and pray
with Pope Leo, I am mindful of his call to keep our eyes open
to the suffering of the world, and our gaze fixed on our
crucified and risen Lord Jesus Christ — the image of the
invisible God, in whose image and likeness every human
being is made. In him, we recognise that we are children of
the one Father and members of a single human family. Prayer
is not an escape from the world, nor a turning away from
injustice; rather, it is a turning towards God in the midst of it,
confronting evil, seeking God’s will, and becoming
instruments of transformation and peace.

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“As Christians, we are called to stand in solidarity with all
who suffer, and to respond with compassion and love.
Christ’s self-giving life, lived for the sake of others, reminds
us that the command to love God with all our heart is
inseparable from the call to love our neighbour as ourselves,
especially the neighbour who suffers, who is displaced, who
lives in fear, and who longs for peace. Time spent with
Anglican Primates from across the Communion at my
installation in Canterbury was a reminder of how many
conflicts continue beyond the front pages of our news, yet
demand no less our concern and prayer.

“Our shared humanity has long inspired peacemakers across
generations, whether Christian or not. That vision gave rise
to the United Nations, founded amidst the ashes of the Second
World War. Many decades on, our generation must
recommit itself to its Charter, upholding human rights,
international law, and the dignity and worth of every human
life. AsthePopehasrecalled, we echo the words of Pope Paul
VI on his first visit to the United Nations: ‘No more war.’

“I therefore urge Anglicans across the Church of England and
the Anglican Communion to join with His Holiness in raising
our voices for peace and justice throughout the world. Jesus
Christ, the Prince of Peace, blesses the peacemakers and calls
them children of God. In atime marked by hatred, division,
and violence, may we be steadfast in that calling — witnesses
to hope, agents of reconciliation, and bearers of God’s peace
in a wounded world.”

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Pentecost - not a Ghost but a Gift

We used to call it Whitsun —“White Sunday’ because long ago
children marched to church in white on that day. There are
no processions nowadays, and we’ve even changed its name.
It's now ‘Pentecost’, which is more accurate but needs
explaining.

Pentecost marks a vital event in Christian history. It is
celebrated 50 days after Easter. The year Jesus was crucified
(which took place at the Passover), the remnant of His
followers, just 120 of them, were together in an upper room in
Jerusalem. They were afraid to show their faces in case the
authorities arrested them. But on the day of Passover, they
had an amazing collective experience.

They described it in terms of wind and fire, a great surge of
spiritual energy and confidence. Afraid nolonger, they burst
out on to the streets where crowds were gathering for the
festival, led by Peter they began to tell them about Jesus and
Hisresurrection. Asthey did so, although many of the people
in the crowd were foreigners who spoke other languages,
everyone heard them in their own tongue. Peter told them
that what they were seeing was the fulfilment of an old
prophecy when God would pour out His Spirit on the human
race, men and women, young and old.

Asaresultof His words and the extraordinary spectacle, 3,000
peoplebelieved and were baptised in the name of Jesus. They
were the nucleus of whatin 100 years would be a Church that
would turn history upside down. For Christians Pentecost is
in effect the birthday of the Church.

Many people find the whole idea of the Holy Spirit
mysterious and elusive. It wasn’t helped by the earlier title
‘Holy Ghost’. The spirit is not spiritually a ‘ghost’ but a
precious gift. Parish Pump website

Dunstan: the abbot who restored monastic life in England

Dunstan (909-988 AD) stands out as an example of what just
one person can achieve when they follow the call of God on
their life. He is celebrated on 19" May each year.

Dunstan was born near Glastonbury, of a noble family with
royal connections and church connections; his uncle was
Archbishop of Canterbury. Butin 935, at the age of 26, he was
accused of ‘studying the vain poems of the pagans’ — and
expelled from court. He nearly married, but instead made
private monastic vows and was ordained a priest by Elphege,
bishop of Winchester. Dunstan felt God’s call on his life and
responded. That decision was to shape English history.

Not at first, however. For Dunstan began his priestly life by
simply returning to Glastonbury and living as a hermit. He
painted, embroidered and did metalwork. But when in 939
Edmund became king of Wessex, he recalled Dunstan and
made him abbot of Glastonbury. The monastic life of the
country was all but dead; the Danish invasions and the
hostility of local magnates had seen to that. Dunstan set out
to change all this, and went on to restore monastic life in
England, under the Rule of St Benedict.

Down the years, Dunstan saw kings come and go: Edmund,
Edred, Edgar, Edward. Under King Edgar Dunstan was
made bishop of Worcester in 957, bishop of London in 959,
and Archbishop of Canterbury in 960. Thus was born a
fruitful collaboration between King and Archbishop which
was to reform the Church in England. Monastic orders began
to thrive once more. After the Conquest, the days of Dunstan
would be looked back on as the ‘golden age’.

Dunstan was zealous for the faith. He taught, prayed, fasted,
repaired churches, acted as judge, inspired national laws of
Continued on next page

the land, made sure taxes were paid, and encouraged his
monks in their manuscripts and prayers. He remained active
right to the end of his life: he preached three times on
Ascension Day 988, and died two days later, on 19 May, aged
nearly 80.

They wrote of him: he was without doubt “chief of all the
saints who rest at Christ Church” (Canterbury). It has been
well said that the 10th century gave shape to English history,
and Dunstan gave shape to the 10th century.

Reflected Faith Series: The Creed (Part 1)

There are various sections that make up a Communion
service. While different denominations, and different styles
of churches even within the same denomination, may do
things differently, generally speaking they all include the
same foundational elements.

So, after the Bible readings, and then sermon, what follows
next?

In Common Worship (CW) we ‘immediately’ jump to our feet
and proclaim our faith!

If you follow the Book of Common Prayer (BCP), the Creed
comes between the Gospel reading and the sermon — which is
my excuse for forgetting to say it more than once when I've
conducted the latter service first (if you get what Imean) on a
Sunday morning.

The question is, “Why is it placed here?” Wouldn't it make

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more sense to have it at or close to the beginning of a service;
so that we can be sure everyone in the congregation is on the
same page, so to speak.

Or why not at the end, just before we go out into the world
taking our faith with us?

Why here?

When (BCP) it follows directly after the Gospel reading, it's as
though having heard the words of Jesus we rush to say ‘I
believe that. I believe in who said it. And I believe in ... etc
etc.” Rather like after your favourite team has scored a goal!

Where we’ve had the sermon first (CW), it’s as though the
‘explanation and contextualisation’ by the preacher makes it
so plain that we can do nothing less than join together and
reaffirm our baptismal faith.

Pause for a moment before you say the Creed next time and
consider where in your service it is placed. =~ What has
encouraged you to be able to say it from your heart? Was
there a word, phrase or sentence that particularly gripped
you and prompted you to your feet? Or was it just words
written on the service sheet with a direction to stand?

Ed: Have you ever thought how an actual church building might
provide a series of visual aids to spiritual meditation? The Rev
Michael Burgess continues his procession through a church
building, this month pausing to consider the significance of the
church windows.

‘He gave us eyes to see them’ — Stained Glass windows

You may know the story of the little girl with her family
during a guided tour around a cathedral. As the bright sun
streamed through one of the windows, she asked the guide
who were the people depicted there. “Those are the saints,”
he replied. Later that evening the girl told her mummy, “I
know who the saints are.” “Do you, dear? Who are they?” the
mother asked. The little girl replied: “They are the people
who let the light shine through.”

When the summer sun rises, its light catches the east window
of a church I look after. It shines through the figures and
colours of the Annunciation scene to bathe the chancel in a
warmglow. Laterasthesunsets, itshines once again through
the west window showing Christ surrounded by angels, with
the same wonderful effect. ~They are two stained glass
windows by the Victorian designer, Kempe.

Butin StMary’s Church, Fairford in Gloucestershire, there are
an incredible 28 windows of medieval glass that have
survived the centuries and continue to astonish the visitor.

As the sun catches this array of windows, the colours take on
anew, vibrant life. We see scenes in the life of our Lord and
our Lady, Old Testament prophets, New Testament apostles
and the communion of saints. The eye moves round and we
reach the west window portraying Christ in majesty and the

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day of judgement.
This great work has
been attributed to the
royal glazier, Barnard
Flower, who was
influenced by the late
medieval illuminated
prayer books.  The
windows are a living
witness to his skill and

faith.

What's the Big Idea? - an Introduction to the Books of the
Old Testament: Ezekiel

Ezekiel was a prophet who proclaimed judgment to God’s
peoplein the 6" century BC. He was among the group of Jews
exiled in Babylon by Nebuchadnezzar. Ezekiel received his
call when he was 30 years old through a vision of the glory of
God. His ministry finished 22 years later with a vision of the
restored Temple in Jerusalem.

Ezekiel spoke to a community forced from its home, who had
broken faith with God. He presents a God who rules over all
people and history. Heisa God who desires to be known and
acknowledged (‘then they will know that I am the Lord’). As a
priest, Ezekiel was deeply concerned with the holiness of
God. This call to holy living includes an emphasis on
individual responsibility (chapter 18), which is a significant
milestone in biblical thought.

Ezekiel offers a vision of true hope for those who have
undergone judgment. He promises a restored Temple as a
sign of God’s presence among his people. He also promises
a future ‘prince’ who will rule with justice and restore God’s
relationship with his people (34:23-4).

In restoring them morally and spiritually, God promises to
use them to bring light to the Gentiles. They will demonstrate
the holiness of God’s name, because they will know him from
the heart. This is the promise that is fulfilled in Jesus and
made possible for us:

‘Twill give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; [ will remove
from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. And I will
put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my decrees and be
careful to keep my laws.” (36: 26-27).

Humility

A few years ago, I visited the Smithsonian Museum’s Hall of
Human Origins. Our guide, the curator of anthropology, was
keen to help Christians understand his research. Whatever
you make of the evidence for human evolution, the fact
remains that other species a bit like us were around before we
came on the scene —or in the case of Neanderthals, at the same
time.

Part of the exhibit included lifelike reconstructions of the face
and hair of several different hominins, displayed on pillars at
the right height for each species. So, I could crouch down to
‘meet’ Homo floriensis or stand tall tolook into the eyes of Homo
heidelbergensis. Most of these — beings? creatures? — were on
other branches of the evolutionary tree to us, and we share a
common ancestor much further back. 1did, however, feel as
if I was meeting my forebears.

As I walked between the statues I asked myself, “Why us?”
There’s evidence that Neanderthals used symbolism as we
do, and also buried their dead. Did they have the potential
to evolve to a point where they could do similar things to us?
The curator explained how, as the ice ages came and went,
human beings moved around but other species appear to
have stayed put and suffered the consequences — they just
weren’tready yet for thatbig change. AsItookinthedisplays
about how we began to gather socially around a fire, make
music or write, I felthumbled. We managed to adapt, but we

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could so easily have disappeared with the rest.

In his book The Message of Creation, theologian David
Wilkinson shares his view that being made in the image of
God has nothing to do with our own cleverness or abilities,
but instead it is a gift. God created us on purpose (I believe
through the long slow process of evolution) and chose to enter
into a relationship with us, making us His representatives on
earth.

Thankfully I don’t have to figure out how to interact with
other human-like hominins today. I do, however, have an
equal share in humankind’s God-given commission to tend
and keep creation. AmIready to go further than ensuring my
own species’ survival - not necessarily because we have
evolved further than our ice-age ancestors, but because I have
one of the ‘new hearts’ promised in Ezekiel 11:19? CanIwork
together, in a true spirit of humility, with people from all over
the world to ensure the full diversity of life can flourish?

The Great Exhibition that started the V & A

Some 175 years ago, from 1t May to 15% October 1851, the
Great Exhibition was held in The Crystal Palace, Hyde Park.
More than 10,000 exhibitors attended what is regarded as the
first World’s Fair.

Prince Albert was an enthusiastic promoter of the exhibition,
which was described by some as a reaction to the successful
French Industrial Exposition of 1844: he described it as a
display of divine providence, though some religious writers
took the opposite view, describing it as worldly and even
ungodly with its emphasis on human achievement. Others
welcomed it as an opportunity to evangelise.

Queen Victoria was an Exhibition enthusiast, visiting three
times with her family and 34 times on her own. In fact, six
million people — equivalent to a third of the population of
Britain at the time — paid it a visit. The average daily
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attendance was 42,831, with a peak of 109,915 on 7t October.
The Baptist preacher Thomas Cook, in a landmark
achievement for his embryonic company, arranged travel
there for more than 150,000.

The event made a surplus of £186,000 — worth about £30
million today. This wasused to found the Victoria and Albert
Museum, the Science Museum and the Natural History
Museum.

The original Crystal Palace, constructed of cast iron and plate
glass, was built specifically to house the Exhibition —
consisting mainly of examples of technology developed in
the Industrial Revolution. Designed by Joseph Paxton, it was
three times the size of St Paul’s Cathedral and boasted the
greatest area of glass ever seen in a building.

After the Exhibition, the Palace was rebuilt near the affluent
South London suburb of Sydenham Hill and stood there until
itwas burnt down in November 1936. The nearby residential
area was renamed Crystal Palace.
